Directions

Have the students research more about newspapers by going to the book page on
12storylibrary.com. A Web Resource called “History of Printed Newspapers” will be
particularly helpful. Ask students to explain three things:

1. How influential newspapers were in the past
2. How influential newspapers are today
3. Where newspapers rank today among the most influential media sources

Students should use examples from multiple sources to support their thoughts.
